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The archive materials on the Local Military Prosecution in 
Wrocław from the period from 1946 to 1955 shown as a basis

 for historical and legal research on the military judicial system
 in the Lower Silesia

(Summary)

The article deals with the archive materials on the Local Military Prosecution in 
Wrocław from the period from 1946 to 1955 as they may serve as a great source for the 
analysis of the Stalin rule period. The documents were kept in many different buildings, 
i.e. the National Archive in Wrocław, the Archive No. 2 of the Land Forces in Wrocław 
(now Oleśnica), and the Central Military Archive in Wrocław. In 2003, under the force of 
the Institute of National Remembrance Act from 1998, the majority of the documents were 
moved to the offices of the Institute of National Remembrance in Wrocław and Warsaw.

Although the materials presented are strictly related to the research on the Lesser Silesia 
area, they can be also used to analyse general processes to widen the present knowledge on 
the military judicial system in Poland. Only recently has the activity of the Local Military 
Prosecution in Wrocław been described in a monograph being a PhD paper, which makes 
the subject of the article even more remarkable.

The above mentioned archive materials make it possible to analyse the activity of the 
Local Military Prosecution in Wrocław as a communist means of repression that was to 
stop all the basic social movements designed to re-establish Polish independence from the 
USSR during the first decade after the war.  It is worth mentioning that the documents 
described are one of the most precious archives of this kind in Poland because of their 
completeness and diversity.
